1) Preheat oven to 400 F (200 C). Fill muffin
pan with paper liners.

2) In alarge bowl, combine flour, baking pow-
der and soda and salt.

3) In a medium bowl, combine bananas,
eggs, applesauce, sugar and oil.

4) Divide batter evenly among prepared muf-
fin cups.

5) Bake in preheated oven for 1820 minutes
or until tops are firm to the touch. Insert a
tester in the middle of the muffin to see if
it comes out clean. Let cool in tin for 10
min, then remove to a wire rack to cool

completely.

S ¢ h e naee described as patterns of repeated behavior which allow children to explore and
express developing ideas and thoughts through their play and exploration!

Some schemads being presented are:

Transporting children will become intent on moving objects or themselves with different mate-
rials.

Enveloping Children will be observed covering objects or themselves with different materials.
Enclosing Children may be observed joining lines or building structures with different materi-
als to form an enclosure.

Trajectory Pattern of movementputting things in and out of containers, movement of arms
and legs through pushing and kicking, and dropping of objects.
